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Lent is the time of year that we get back to the basics of our faith.  This Lent we are focusing 

our mid -week worship time on the Lordõs Prayer.  As we move at the end of the month into Holy Week 

and Easter we begin to realize that everything we need to know about our life as Jesusõ disciples can 

be found in his actions on the night when he was betrayed.  Letõs look at them: 

Gather in Community ñJesus gathered his disciples in the upper room to be together and support 

each other (even though one of them would betray him).  Serve others ñJesus took a basin and towel 

and washed the feet of his disciples.  This was a task reserved for the lowest of servants in a house-

hold.  By his example, Jesus ðthe Master ñbecame the ultimate servant.  We are called to be his disci-

ples by serving the needs of others whatever they may be.  Dine with God ñJesus took time during 

their fellowship to give them the support they would need for their faith journey after his death.  He 

took bread, gave thanks to God, and invited the disciples to drink of the cup of his blood that is shed 

for them.  Then he told them  to do this as often as they gather.  DieñJesus did not resist his arrest.  

Instead, he obeyed God, his father and went to the cross for the redemption of all creation.  As disci-

ples, we are called to die to our old, sinful self and give our life to God for the glory of his kingdom.  

During Holy Week this year, we have the opportunity to experience each of these gifts from God.  

Please note the special services coming up:  

Palm/Passion Sunday ñwe gather in community to worship God at our regular times.  Our worship 

begins as we relive the story of Jesusõ triumphal entry into Jerusalem.  Our worship concludes as we 

share anew the story of Jesusõ death on the cross. 

Maundy Thursday ñwe have the opportunity to gather in community for a Christian Seder.  A Chris-

tian Seder is a Christian service with a deliberate attempt to preserve the spirit of the Jewish tradi-

tions.   This is something new for our church family and we hope you can take part in this very special 

meal.  Watch your Sunday bulletin for specifics.  

Good Friday ñwe gather in community to hear the retelling of Jesusõ suffering and death in a Tene-

brae service at 6:30pm.  This is a very meditative time to be together and contemplate the fullness of 

Jesusõ sacrifice for our sins. 

On this day we also invite all children and their parents to a  special Good Friday service at 

11am .  This service will be geared for the children to explain to them the events of Holy Week.  At the 

end of the childrenõs service a light lunch will be served for the children and parents and after lunch 

we will have an Easter Egg Hunt!  

Easter ñWe celebrate Christõs resurrection! We will have a Sunrise service (TBA), a 9:00am Contempo-

rary and 10:45am Traditional worship to give our praise to God for his love and dine at the table his 

Son gave us!  

Join us often this Holy Week as we journey together as Godõs children to the cross and the empty 

tomb.

Did you know that we can all go òShopping Together And Reduce 

Our Mortgageó while we shop?  This can be accomplished without 

any out-of-pocket expense to our Holy Trinity Families.  Our 

Church Council has approved òScripó,  which is a fundraising pro-

gram that works while you shop.  All monies raised through this 

program will be used to reduce our mortgage. 

 

Scrip is simply a word that means gift certificates (gift cards) from national and local retailers.  Theyõre the same gift cards 

that you buy at the store. Great Lakes Scrip Center, who sells only to non-profit organization, has a list of national and 

local retailers who have agreed to sell their cards at a discount.  When Holy Trinity Families buy the gift cards from the 

Church, then the Church keeps the discount as revenue.  Church members purchase the cards for full face value and 

redeem them for full face value. 

 

All of us shop for groceries, clothing, shoes, home improvement, etc.  We even go out to eat. go to the movies, or 

cruise sometimes.
