What is Lent?   

What do I tell my kids about it? 

 

 
 

Lent is the time of 
the church year 

that is set aside for 
us as a time of 

“rebirth” or 
“renewal”.  It is a 

time to focus on our 
spiritual lives and our faith traditions.  This 
time is set aside for us to hear the stories of 
faith and to share those stories with others.   

 
Tell your children that Lent it is a time for us 

to focus on the amazing gifts of Jesus, ulti-
mately his death and resurrection!   Lent 

comes from an old word for “spring”.  It is a 
time to renew our lives in Christ!  Lent is 40 

days long.  It actually spans 46 calendar days, 
however the    extra 6 days are Sundays and 
are considered separate from Lent because 
every Sunday is a “mini-Easter” celebrating 

Christ’s resurrection!   
 

This Lenten Season is a great opportunity for 
your family to start some of your own Lenten 

traditions.  Such things could be as simple as: 
 

 Reading the Bible (or a specific Bible story) 
together as a family each night 

 Make purple coverings for the table or pur-
ple placemats—purple the color of peni-
tence and sacrifice (reminding us of Christ’s 
sacrifice) 

 Put up reminders of your faith and of 
Christ’s sacrifices, such as simple crosses 

 Pray the Lord’s Prayer or other prayer   to-
gether each night 

 
These are just a few ideas.  Be creative and set 
this time apart—you WILL grow   together as a 

family and as a child of God!
